ORDINANCE

An Ordinance of the Town of Fairmount Heights, Maryland authorizing a salary increase for the
Mayor and Council Members.

WHEREAS, the Charter of the Town of Fairmount Heights, ARTICLE III THE
COUNCIL, Section 1-6. Salaries., states, Each Council member shall receive an annual salary
which shall be equal for all Council members and shall be as specified from time to time by an
ordinance passed by the Council in the regular course of its business; provided, however, that the
salary specified at the time any Council takes office shall not be changed during the period for
which that Council was elected. The ordinance, making any change in the salary paid to the
several Council members either by way of increase or decrease, shall be finally ordained prior to
the municipal election for the members of the next succeeding Council and shall take effect only
as to the members of the next succeeding council; and

WHEREAS, some members of the Council have determined that the current salary
structure and stipend for the Mayor and Council is insufficient compensation for the amount of
time expended toward Town business; and

WHEREAS, municipalities of similar size and structure receive higher salaries for
comparable time expended for municipal business.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Town Council of
Fairmount Heights sitting in Regular Session this 18™ day of October, 2000 as follows:

1. The Mayor’s salary shall be increased from $100 per month to $200 per month
payable in bi-weekly increments.

e The Council’s salary shall be increased from $37.50 per month to $100 per month
payable in bi-weekly increments.

8 The $400 stipend paid as reimbursement for travel expenses to the Mayor and
Council shall be eliminated. :

4. This Ordinance shall be finally ordained prior to May 7, 2001 or the next Mayor
and Council Election.

5 This Ordinance shall take effect only as to the members of the next succeeding
Council.
