ORDINANCE

An Ordinance Authorizing Direct Deposit of Salaries and Electronic Signatures on the
Paychecks of Town Employees

WHEREAS, all checks drawing funds from Town accounts require two (2) authorized
signatures and recording by the Town Treasurer; and

WHEREAS, time worked by Town employees is verified by supervisors prior to
submission of time sheets to the Treasurer; and

WHEREAS, the mechanics of payroll check preparation, including authorized deductions is
contracted out to a subsidiary of the Bank of America; and

WHEREAS, current electronic capability allows electronic signatures to be affixed to
payroll checks and for the process to be secure and insured; and

WHEREAS, the current process does not take advantage of available electronic efficiencies
and, in fact, is often crippled by the unavailability of authorized signers due to their day-to-day
responsibilities.

WHEREAS, The Council also desires to authorize the direct deposit of salary payments to
Town Employees’ bank accounts.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
FAIRMOUNT HEIGHTS THAT:

SECTION 1. Once time worked and authorized and required deductions are verified
by the Town Treasurer, all salary payments for Town employees may be directly deposited
into the bank accounts of employees who elect such deposits. If a check is issued for salary
payments, then the salary payment check may be electronically signed. All other checks for
municipal obligations shall be signed by the Mayor and one Town Council member or by two
Town Council member, as authorized by the Council from time-to-time. The Town’s
Treasurer is authorized to arrange for electronic signatures on all payroll checks.

Section 2. The Town Treasurer shall maintain accurate and current records of all
salary payments and other checks for municipal obligations.
