RESOLUTION

Of the Town Council of the Town of Fairmount Heights., Marvland Authorizing the Installation of
a Handicapped Sign on 59" Avenue.

WHEREAS, the Charter of the Town of Fairmount Heights, Chapter V, Vehicles and
Traffic, Article 2. Stopping, Standing, and Parking, Section 5-202. Traffic Control and Parking
Restriction Signs (a) states: Wherever, in the judgment of the Mayor and Council, it shall be
necessary for the safety or control of vehicular or pedestrian traffic or for the regulation of the use
of parking areas, said Mayor and Council may direct the erection of “Stop”, “No Parking”,
“Speed Limit”, “One Way”, and other traffic control devices and parking signs designed to
control, regulate, warn or guide traffic or limit parking on public streets, highways or other public
areas in the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council has been asked to consider installing a handicapped
parking sign in front on a citizen’s residence due to the citizen’s inability to access his property
because of parked vehicles in front of his home.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, this 15" day of November, 2000 as follows:

s A handicapped parking sign will be installed in front of 907 59 Avenue,
Fairmount Heights, Maryland.

2 This sign will be installed as soon as is feasible or when the order can be filled.

3. This Resolution shall be become effective upon passage by the Town Council.
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
