WHEREAS, the current flect is largely dependent on vehicles with large, high consumption engines; and €

WHEREAS, the Town needs dependable, fuel efficient and low-maintenance vehicles to patrol the Town and
respond to Citizens needs; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council has resolved enter into a Lease Purchase arrangement to meet the needs of the
Town as relates to new Police vehicles; and ’

WHEREAS, the Lessor requires numerous standard forms to be signed by the Mayor to commit the Town to
the Lease/Purchase agreement and a standard form summarizing the terms and conditions of the Lease/Purchase
agreement with the Treasurer’s signature block as representative of the Town.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BY COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF FAIRMOUNT
HEIGHTS THAT:

SECTION 1. The terms and conditions of the contract have been reviewed and are acceptable to the Council
of the Town of Fairmount Heights.

SECTION 2. The Council of the Town of Fairmont Heights authorizes the Mayor to sign the required forms
in the contract to commit the Town to the terms and conditions of the Lease/Purchase agreement to secure new Police
vehicles

SECTION 3. The Town Treasurer is authorized to sign the standard “Resolution of Governing Body” form on
behalf of the Town to complete the Lease/Purchase agreement.

SECTION 4. Because time is of the essence to obtain a commitment from the Lessor to provide the
needed vehicles, this resolution will become effective immediately upon its adoption.
