RESOLUTION

A Resolution to Reconstitute the Membership of the Town’s Economic Development Commission

WHEREAS, The Economic Development Commission was originally formed to advise the Town Council on
the selection of a developer and plan to construct approximately 32 Townhouses, including a plan for funding low and
moderate income purchasers in the Bryn Mawr Subdivision of the Town; and

WHEREAS, The members of the Commission were tasked with obtaining, managing and disbursing funds to
meet expenses associated with the purchase of land needed to build the project; and

WHEREAS, members of the commission worked with the project’s counsel and the Town Council to
recommend and oversee condemnation proceedings on several pieces of property required for the project; and

WHEREAS, the construction and sale of the dwellings in that Bryn Mawr Townhouse Project was
successfully completed; and

WHEREAS, members of the original Commission have either moved out of Town, expressed no interest in
resuming their responsibilities or, in one case, have accepted an appointed position in the town that could be considered
a conflict of interest; and *

WHEREAS, the Economic Development Commission has been inactive since shortly after the completion of
the Bryn Mawr Town House Project, and a capital reserve fund still exists which can be used by the Commission to
kick-start Economic Development projects in the Town; and

WHEREAS, the plans for the Town’s future include economic development projects consistent with the
original purposes for which the Economic Development Commission was formed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF FAIRMOUNT
HEIGHTS THAT:

SECTION 1 In consideration of the reasons outlined above, the Town Council concurs in the Mayor’s
decision to abolish and reconstitute the Economic Development Commission.

SECTION 2. . The Council authorizes the Mayor to explore the interest of Citizens in serving as
members of the Board of Directors of the Economic Development Commission and to work with and through the
Council and other State and County agencies to identify, apply for and manage funds to meet the needs of
Citizens of the Town of Fairmount Heights consistent with a revised charter to be developed by the reconstituted
Board of Directors and approved by the Council

SECTION 3. Proposed members of the Economic Development Commission will be interviewed by the
Council and their membership concurred in before they are sworn in.

SECTION 4. . In accordance with Section 1-12 of the Town Charter, this Resolution shall become effective 20
days after its passage.
